Also you could get lice, now you hear people talking about head lice but this lice that the soldiers got was body lice which you got all over your body.  It was awful to have and incredibly itchy! If the soldiers came home with lice they were made strip and they would have to burn their clothes, that’s how bad the lice was.  

The trenches were filled with rats. If you wanted to sleep you had to pull the blanket up over you so the rats couldn’t get in. Also every man that died - they either buried them in the sides of the trenches or they buried them under the ground were you walked. So to top things off there would be a smell of trench foot and dead bodies.  How awful could it get!!!

Well you could get worse because there was no toilet in the trenches all you had was a hole were every soldiers went!!! And there would have been up to 3.2 million soldiers!
Ok as you could imagine the soldiers wouldn’t of had luxury food but guess what - the only thing they ate was tea and dog biscuits and maybe once a week they got meat but you didn’t really want to eat meat with the smell of dead bodies around. Life in the trenches was hard, cause you were always hungry and then dinner time did come all you got was dog biscuits and tea. 
I know this might seem weird but women were a very big part of World War 1!!! The women had to make all the amunition and weapons for the soldiers. If the soldiers didn’t have the women sending over weapons I don’t know what they would have done!!!!!! It just shows you how good women are these days.  All the men of the villages were shocked that the women were making weapons cause normally all women were doing were washing, cleaning or minding the children!! But now they were making ammo and weapons.  Women were very important in World War 1

It all ended when the German side was poor and nearly had no more soldiers left, so they had no choice but to sign the Armistice!!!! It was signed at 6am in the morning and was put into force 5 hours after!!!!!!!!!
